CRKVA SV. PETRA I PAVLA U OSIEKU 
(J. H. - Janko Holjac) 

 
Uz kratak tekst koji sadrži samo osnovne obavijesti o monumentalnoj građevini čija je gradnja 1895. g. 
upravo bila u tijeku priloženi su i izvorni nacrti koji dobro prikazuju župnu crkvu sv. Petra i Pavla u Osijeku. 
Kako nam je Konzervatorski odjel u Osijeku potvrdio da ne posjeduje nacrte ove građevine donosimo ih uz 
nekoliko suvremenih fotografija. Crkva je izgrađena za oko tri godine uz cijenu od 425 forinti/m2 (oko 2.000 
eura/m2). Može okupiti 3.000 vjernika. Uz đakovačku je katedralu jedinstven spomenik Slavonije građen 
fasadnom opekom i kamenom. Temelji su izvedeni od betona. Nosivo je ziđe od opeke, ukrasi od raznovrsnog 
hrvatskog i mađarskog kamena, a svodovi od šupljikaste opeke. Križni svodovi koji presvođuju središnji brod 
crkve imaju raspone od 15,50 x 7,80 m a nad poprečnom lađom 15,50 x 11,00 m. Zvonik je visok 90 m. 
Unutrašnjost je vrlo uspjelim freskama oslikao hrvatski slikar Mirko Rački u razdoblju 1938-1942. Crkva je 
doživjela lakša oštećenja krajem II. svjetskog rata te u Domovinskom ratu 1991-1992. Ona su do danas 
djelomično popravljena. 

 
 

SS. PETER AND PAUL CHURCH IN OSIJEK 
(J. H. - Janko Holjac) 

The short text with basic data about this monumental structure, which was in fact under construction in 1895, 
is accompanied with original drawings accurately showing the appearance of the parish church of SS. Peter 
and Paul in Osijek. As the Historic Preservation Office in Osijek confirmed that it does not have any 
drawings of this edifice, we are presenting the above mentioned drawings and some present-day 
photographs. The church was built in about three years' time at the cost of 425 forints per square meter 
(about 2000 Euro/m2). It can accommodate as much as 3,000 believers. This edifice and the Đakovo 
cathedral are the only Slavonian monuments built with facade brick and stone. The foundations are made of 
concrete. The load bearing walls are made of brick, the decorations are made of different types of stone 
originating from Croatia and Hungary, and the vaults are made of porous brick. Cross vaults positioned 
across the central nave of the church measure 15.50 x 7.80 m in span, while vaults over the transverse nave 
measure 15.50 x 11.00 m. The belfry is 90 m in height. The interior was decorated with very successful 
frescos in the period from 1938-1942 by the Croatian painter Mirko Rački. The church suffered light damage 
near the end of the second world war, and also in 1991-1992 during the Homeland War. This damage has 
been partly repaired. SS. Peter and Paul Church in Osijek 
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
